CHAPTER1I

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE

A. Previous Studies

The researcher took some previous studies as the guideline to
implement the research. The first research was from Lutfi & Manurung (2015)
entitled “The Implementation of Critical Debate Technique in Improving
Speaking Skill”. They explained that this study was to prove whether or not
the implementation of Critical Debate Technique to improve students’
speaking skill of the eleventh grade students of SMA Negeri Terpadu Model
Madani Palu. The samples were class XI Science 1 students as the control
group and XI Science 2 students as the experimental group. They were
selected by using purposive sampling technique. The researcher employed
quasi-experimental research design where the two groups were given pre-test
and post-test. The result showed t-observed is 15,84 while t-table is 2,04 from
5% and 2,75 from 1%. The t- observed score is higher than t-table. Based on
the result, HO (null hypothesis) is rejected and Ha (alternative hypothesis) is
accepted. It means that the implementation of critical debate technique gives
significant improvement to the students’ speaking skill.

The second research was from Narmaditya & Omar (2019) entitled
“Debate-Based Learning and Its Impact on Students’ Critical Thinking Skills™.
They explained that this study was to know the implementation of debate-

based learning models on critical thinking skill of economic students in senior
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high school. This research was conducted in a senior high school in
Malang particularly in SMA Laboratory UM. The study applied a classroom
action research by comparing students’ critical thinking skill skills during
research period. The level of critical thinking skill adopted Structure Observed
Learning Outcome (SOLO) Taxonomy. The findings showed that a
remarkable change in students’ critical thinking skill skills during cycles. It
can be seen from the average of post-test score between cycles increased by

11.9 present. From these results, it can be concluded that the implementation
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of debate-based learning can stimulate students’ learning activities and
critical thinking skill skills.

The third research was from Malasari & Purwanti (2018) entitled “The
Effectiveness Of Debate Technique Toward The Students' Confidence In
Speaking Skill At XI Grade Of SMKN 2 Tembilahan”. The objective of this
research is to know the effectiveness of debate technique on students’
confidence in speaking skill. The data collection of this research is
questionnaire that consists of 20 Close Ended statements using Likert Scale
type. The sample of this research is 33 students of XI grade of SMK Negeri 2
Tembilahan as control and experimental class. The result showed that t-
observed is 15,84 while t-table is 2,04 from 5% and 2,75 from 1%. The t-
observed score is higher than t-table. Based on the result, HO (null hypothesis)
is rejected and Ha (alternative hypothesis) is accepted. It also means that
debate technique is effective toward students’ confidence in speaking skill at
XI grad of SMK Negeri 2 Tembilahan in academic years 2017/2018.

The fourth research was from J. Fuad, Ardana, & Kuswandi, (2016)
entitled “Increasing Critical Thinking skill through Class Debate”. This
research intends to examine whether the debate class can improve students'
critical thinking skil. This study uses the one-group pre-test post-test and treats
use debate method performed 5 times. Data collection techniques used critical
thinking skill skills tests and rating scales. The results of this study were (1)
that the debate group 4 scored 3.40 keep the first position, followed by group

1 with a value of 3.25, group 2 with a value of 3.10 Group 5 with a value of
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2.93 and group 3 with a value of 2.60; and (2) the ability of critical thinking
skill by 78.93% students thought exercise categories, with the following
indicators: the clarity of information = 80%, the depth of ideas = 75.47%, the
breadth of viewpoints = 75.23%, and accuracy in the inference = 85%.
Students studying in classroom debate will improve their critical thinking skill
skills with an average difference of pretest and posttest 11.30% with t = 4.225
and p =. 000 <.05.

The fifth research was from Handayani (2018) entitled “Students’
Critical Thinking skill Skills in a Classroom Debate”. This research present
about analyzing students’ critical thinking skill in a classroom debate. The
data of this study is from arguments, counterarguments, and rebuttal given by
both parties. The finding of the study demonstrate that debate enhance not
only students’ communication skill but also their critical thinking skill. Debate
enables students to present their understanding of a topic, questioning others’
opinion, arguing others’ argument, reasoning and clarifying their argument,
and evaluate others.

The last research was from Iman (2017) entitled “Debate Instruction in
EFL Classroom: Impacts on the Critical Thinking skill and Speaking Skill”.
The aimed of this research is to find out whether or not using debate
significantly improved the students’ critical thinking skill and speaking skill
achievements and how much debate contributed to each aspect of critical
thinking skill and speaking skill. A quasi-experimental study of non-

equivalent pretest- posttest control group design was used in this research. The
